The summer reading assignment for Pre-Advanced Placement ninth graders will be William Golding’s Lord of the Flies.  Golding’s first and most popular novel, Lord of the Flies was first released in 1954 to a good reception in Great Britain, but in 1959 its popularity gained momentum when it was released in the United States.  The story is set during World War II, and follows a group of British prep-school boys as their plane is shot down and they become stranded on an island.  During their time on the island, we see the boys start to change and develop different attitudes and perceptions in an attempt to survive on the island.
